‘We	walked	 to	 a	 young	 lady	 doing	 washing.	 She	 already	 knew	 Jesus	 and	 her	 only

prayer	 request	 was	 for	 work.	 Holy	 Spirit	 opened	 some	 other	 really	 deep	 emotional

things	that	she	was	carrying.	We	could	prophecy	over	her	life	and	when	we	prayed	for

her,	she	started	sobbing	uncontrollably.	We	stood	with	her	for	a	long	time,	just	holding

her	and	praying	for	the	love	of	Jesus	to	comfort	her.	Eventually	she	composed	herself.

Later	 when	 we	 walked	 past	 her	 house	 on	 our	 way	 back	 to	 the	 church,	 she	 was

waving	with	the	biggest	brightest	smile.’

	

‘An	old	couple	came	to	us	and	asked	if	we	would	speak	to	their	young	son.	Apparently,

he	mentioned	 that	 he	 needed	 Jesus.	 As	 we	were	 sharing	 the	 gospel	 with	 him,	 he

accepted	 Jesus	 for	 the	 first	 time.	Holy	Spirit	 showed	 that	was	entrapped	by	people

that	kept	a	debt	against	his	name	and	that	he	couldn't	break	out,	so	we	prayed	into

that	and	then	Holy	Spirit	showed	that	he	was	suicidal.	This	was	confirmed	and	dealt

with	in	the	spirit	realm.’

	

‘An	 Indian	 lady	 came	out	of	 the	house.	She	was	born	and	grew	up	 in	 India.	She	 is

currently	 in	 the	 process	 of	 doing	 her	 SA	 exams	 to	 practice	 medicine	 here.	 She

confessed	that	she	used	to	be	a	serious	Christian	whilst	living	in	India,	but	coming	to

SA	made	her	doubt	in	the	existence	of	God	because	of	how	awful	Christians	treat	one

another.	We	 had	 a	 very	 insightful	 conversation.	 She	 was	 not	 ready	 to	 recommit	 to

Jesus	but	she	was	very	open	to	prayer.	She	did	say	that	she	could	feel	things	move

when	prayed	for.	We	keep	trusting	God	for	her	live.	It's	a	good	reminder	for	believers

that	our	lives	matter	and	how	we	love	one	another.’

School	of	Evangelism	[01	–	09	March]

The	 African	 School	 of	 Evangelism	 ran	 its	 second	 successful	 school	 of	 evangelism

training	 event	which	was	 hosted	 by	 St.	 Faith’s	 Anglican	 church	 in	Greyville.	 Durban.

Despite	the	challenges	of	a	citywide	municipal	strike	that	resulted	in	a	power	outage

that	 lasted	 more	 than	 four	 days	 and	 refuse	 piled	 up	 throughout	 the	 city,	 the	 17

participants	 from	 Pietermaritzburg	 and	 Durban	 received	 in-depth	 training	 on

unleashing	citywide	evangelism	through	the	strength	of	the	local	church.

Each	morning	session	was	followed	by	various	afternoon	outreaches	and	we	executed

a	number	of	small	Stratified	Outreach	Events	on	the	final	Friday	morning	in	children’s

homes,	the	University	of	Technology	and	various	taxi	ranks	across	the	CBD.	A	total	of

190	individuals	made	decisions	for	Christ	as	a	result	of	the	outreaches	and	follow-up

has	been	done	through	local	churches	in	the	CBD.

A	new	addition	to	the	programme	was	the	inclusion	of	digital	evangelism	through	the

assistance	 of	 CV	 global	 and	 saw	 our	 participants	 making	 dynamic	 short	 outreach

videos	 which	 they	 posted	 on	 their	 various	 social	 platforms.	 One	 of	 these	 posts

resulted	in	an	individual	coming	to	Christ	in	Swaziland	in	a	moving	way	after	watching

the	post	done	by	one	of	the	Foxfires.		

	Another	 highlight	 showing	 who	 practical

and	 impactful	 the	 training	 is	 took	 place

one	day	after	 the	School	had	completed.

One	of	the	participants	(Bandile)	went	out

and	implemented	what	he	had	learned	as

he	was	 encouraged	 to	 not	 only	 proclaim

the	gospel	–	which	he	was	already	doing,

with	great	effect	but	to	also	equip	others

to	share	the	gospel.	He	taught	a	group	of

inmates	 how	 to	 share	 the	 gospel	 with

other	 inmates	 in	 prison.	 The	 gospel	 can

now	go	where	he	could	not	go	and	more

people	are	equipped	to	share	the	gospel.

Pastor	Mhlongo	 from	Back	 to	God,	AOG	 said	 the	 following	about	 the	programme;	 “I

gained	a	lot	at	the	School	of	Evangelism	especially	about	follow	up	and	discipleship.	Before

we	used	to	evangelise	but	without	follow	up.	Now	I’m	going	back	to	the	Church	to	teach

the	young	people	to	go	out	and	evangelise	and	then	we	will	have	evangelism	teams	in	the

local	Church	as	we	are	going	to	plant	Churches.	I’m	also	going	to	tell	other	pastors	to	join

the	African	Enterprise	School	of	Evangelism	because	it	opens	our	minds	and	hearts.”		

Our	next	SOE	is	currently	underway	in	Fourways	Johannesburg	from	26	April	–	5	May

as	part	 of	 our	2024	outreach	 to	 Johannesburg	as	we	 continue	 to	 discover,	 develop

and	deploy	the	gift	of	the	Evangelist	into	the	local	church.	Please	pray	for	us!
