Last	month	I	ended	my	letter	asking	you	to	consider	our	Founder’s	journey	and	how

you	can	emulate	him	and	finish	your	race	stronger.

SCHOOL	MINISTRY

Our	Foxfire	team	visited	a	number	of	schools	during	the	mission	to	share	the	powerful

message	of	the	Gospel	of	Jesus	Christ,	through	dance	and	drama.

One	of	these	was	Enkanyezini	Primary	where	the	teachers	were	as	engaged	as	the

learners	and	appreciated	the	seed	that	was	planted.	A	number	of	students	received

Jesus	 as	 their	 Lord	 and	 Saviour	 for	 the	 first	 time.	 The	 Foxies	were	 also	 blessed	 to

conduct	a	life-skills	program	(which	was	not	part	of	the	original	arrangement	with	the

school)	but	the	school	 leadership	felt	the	learners	needed	this	opportunity	to	gain	a

deeper	understanding.

	

Mission	 teams	 also	 visited	 schools	 and	 after	 one	 team's	 ministry	 at	 Diepsloot's

Rabasotho	Combined	School,	the	school	Secretary	shared	that	she	is	hopeful	that	the

children	will	tell	their	parents	about	the	missioners	who	came	to	school	and	preached

the	gospel	and	maybe,	through	this	sharing	of	the	children	with	their	parents,	these

parents	will	themselves	find	Christ.	Hallelujah!

	

STREET	MINISTRY

Ministry	teams	in	various	zones	pounded	the	streets	of	Johannesburg	reaching	out	to

people	in	shopping	malls,	street	corners,	businesses,	community	service	facilities	such

as	clinics	and	SAPS,	and	more!

	

Mzwandile	 Mlangeni	 told	 us	 that	 he	 has

been	unemployed	for	a	long	time,	despite

all	his	efforts	 to	 find	a	 job.	 "I	was	 losing

hope,	 it	was	like	God	is	not	with	me,"	he

said	but	with	the	picture	of	Jesus	knocking

on	 the	 door	 of	 his	 heart,	 with	 which	 we

were	ministering	 to	him,	he	 realised	 that

even	 though	 'the	 load	 is	 heavy'	 he	must

not	 separate	 himself	 from	 God.	 He

realises	that	God	will	never	leave	him	nor

forsake	 him.	 'It	 is	 bringing	 me	 hope	 to

continue	to	be	with	Jesus.'	We	praise	God

for	 the	 opportunity	 to	 minister	 to

Mzwandile.

Soweto	was	amazing	as	our	young	mission	partners	from	the	Salvation	Army	(click	to

view	vid)	and	our	Foxies	(click	to	view	vid)	danced	in	the	street	amidst	the	busyness	of

the	Centre	and	its	patrons.

	

Diepsloot	 took	 our	 ministry	 to	 another

level	 as	 the	 team	 boarded	 a	 truck	 on

which	 they	 set	 up	 sound	 equipment	 to

make	 sure	 that	 everyone	 in	 the	 area

‘heard	the	good	news’!

It	is	an	incredible	joy	to	witness	the	transforming	power	of	the	gospel	at	work	in	the

lives	 of	 even	 those	 who	 may	 have	 distanced	 themselves	 from	 the	 church.	 It	 is	 a

moment	of	profound	grace	when	we	encounter	those	who	feel	disconnected	from	faith

but,	through	heartfelt	conversations,	are	led	to	open	their	hearts	to	Jesus.

	

One	 such	 instance	 was	 with	 a	 young
man	 who,	 despite	 his	 family's	 Christian
background,	 said	 that	 church	 simply
‘wasn't	 for	 him.’	 As	 one	 of	 our	 mission
teams	shared	the	message	of	Christ	and
spoke	about	the	importance	of	a	personal
relationship	 with	 Jesus,	 they	 saw	 his
perspective	begin	to	shift.	They	explained
how	Jesus	 longs	 to	be	a	part	of	his	 life,
not	 just	 through	 religion,	 but	 through	 a
deep,	 meaningful	 connection.	 To	 their
delight,	when	 they	extended	an	 invitation
for	him	to	accept	Jesus	into	his	heart,	he
eagerly	accepted	and	prayed	the	sinner's
prayer	with	them.

A	number	of	youth	attended	the	event,	many	of	whom	responded	to	the	Gospel	and

the	 invitation	 to	 give	 their	 lives	 to	 Jesus.	 Teenager,	 Christian,	 bravely	 shared	 his

testimony	 and	 encouraged	 other	 young	 people	 to	 turn	 to	 Jesus	 for	 help	 with	 their

challenges	in	life.
