2880	eggs,	so	everyone	received	a	dozen),	Gleanings	soup	mix	and	Imana	and	Linda

Grant	 (AE	 Board	 member	 and	 faithful	 supporter	 who	 is	 actively	 involved	 in	 the

Bonginkosi	ministry)	kindly	bought	an	Easter	egg	for	everyone.

We	have	initiated	a	vegetable	garden	project	in	Sweetwaters	and	identified	gardening

champions	that	will	take	care	it.	We	are	harnessing	their	enthusiasm	for	gardens	with

a	 hope	 that	 this	 garden	 will	 be	 a	 blessing	 to	 the	 community.	 These	 ladies	 will

voluntarily	manage	and	maintain	the	garden	with	the	help	of	our	Community	Worker

Londeka.	 The	 beneficiaries	 of	 the	 produce	 from	 our	 community	 garden	 are	 our

Bonginkosi	members	and	our	preschool	Ithembalomntwana.

Our	 Centre’s	maintenance	 team	 is	 currently	 installing	 a	water	 tank	 and	 fencing	 the

garden.
